2. The project must consult with the area's local governments and our residents 
as well as with First Nations. 

3. The City's water supply is monitored and a specific set of responses, agreed to 
by the City, are in place to rectify any increase in acidification or 
eutrophication. 

4. Negative economic or social consequences will be identified by the City and 
PNW LNG prior to the project going ahead and solutions agreeable to the City 
are identified. 

5. Adequate contributions, agreed to by COPR, for rebuilding and maintaining 
Prince Rupert's infrastructure are identified and scheduled. 

6. Alternate forms of clean energy are identified and their development are 
committed to by PNW LNG.
